Your donations have changed the lives of the most vulnerable in Sierra Leone: families living in 
extreme poverty at risk of breaking down, children living on the streets without any parental care, and 
single, teenage mothers estranged by their families and local communities.  

In Bo, Freetown and Makeni our local partner, HANCi-SL, has been able to reunite young mothers 
with their families and empower them to be independent members of their communities. The babies 
were cared for in day nurseries, giving their mothers the time to receive an education or vocational 
training, thus creating a firm foundation for their future.  
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Children have found shelter from a life growing up on the 
streets of Freetown, and instead have received essential 
items of food and clothing, benefitting from healthcare, 
education and vocational training. Mediation with 
families and communities has enabled these children to 
return home to a safe, loving family environment in 
supportive communities, giving them hope for a brighter 
future.  

In Bo, Kamakwie, Makeni, Mattru and Tambakha the 
most vulnerable children and families have been 
identified to receive individually tailored support, 
addressing their specific needs across many vital areas.  

Using knowledge gained over the last four years working 
with individual families in Sierra Leone, we have been 
able to develop our programme so that, in partnership 
with local government, it can be run by the communities 
themselves. The community hubs created will provide an 
environment of protection and support for the most 
vulnerable – meaning that thousands will continue to 
benefit from the services you allowed us to develop.  

On behalf of everyone at Hope and Homes for Children and HANCi-SL, thank you so very much  for 
your dedication and commitment to supporting the fundamental work of Project SIerra. Your efforts 
have given happiness and hope to thousands in need.
